Sickle Cell Disease screening for pregnant 
women in high prevalence areas (or if likelihood 
of carrier status identified on family origin 
questionnaire (FOQ). Thalassaemia screening 
offered to all pregnant women. 
All biological fathers are offered screening if the 
pregnant woman is a genetic carrier for sickle 
cell disease or thalassaemia.
